Dukes House Wood

Parents will remember that last term our Year 6 Class were very disappointed due to the cancellation of their residential trip to Dukes House Wood.   All issues previously concerning Gateshead Council regarding the activity centre have now been rectified and this week we received the statement below from Maggie Atkinson, Director for Learning and Children.   
 "On 17th June we issued advice that Schools and Council services for Children and Young People should not use the Dukes House Wood residential outdoor centre until further notice. Since then Kingswood, the company that manages the centre, has been working closely with the Outdoor Education Advisers and Health and Safety Advisers of several Local Authorities, including Gateshead, on an action plan to improve the centre. Significant improvements have now been achieved, which have convinced the Council that the centre now meets the required standards to ensure the safety of Gateshead young people. We can therefore rescind the previous advice and advise that the centre may again be used by Gateshead schools and services for children and young people."
