This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Music in our school is time-tabled for up to 1 hour per week in classes from Year 1 – 6
We follow the Charanga Music Scheme which is a multi-award winning music resource designed for both specialist and non-specialist teachers.  The scheme follows the National Curriculum for Music at Key Stages 1-2.  
The Charanga scheme offers pupils opportunities to develop musical skills through vocal and instrumental lessons (whole class sets of glockenspiel and recorder are available).  It is structured around units of work that are progressive and covers a wide range of musical genres and skills.
The Charanga scheme offers pupils opportunities to learn about different elements of music and supports skills of improvisation, composition and performing.  


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Currently, we do not have a regular choir that meets outside of lesson times.  
However, we do offer some opportunities for pupils to form ensembles to take part in specific activities.  For example, in recent times groups of pupils have taken part in: 
· singing at local care homes at Christmas time
· performing Christmas songs at the Metro Centre
· singing carols at the local tree lighting ceremony
· local music competitions (The Ryton Music Festival) 
· inter-school performances
· KS2 Summer Show (Aladdin, Cinderella Rockerfella, Mystery at Magpie Manor, Dragon Days)


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Throughout the academic year, pupils have opportunities to perform at a variety of different school events.  This year, our performances are:
October – Harvest Festival (whole school performance)
December – KS1 Nativity / KS2 Carol Service
July – End of Year Celebration Assembly,  Year 6 Leavers’ assembly
Additionally, each class has the opportunity to take part in a class assembly or open afternoon which may contain a performance element.  
There are weekly singing assemblies for KS1/2 pupils
The Gateshead Music Service attends school to perform a live Christmas show for pupils.  They are returning in the summer term for a live workshop for the whole school.
We have a live theatre performance attending school in April 2025 which all pupils will attend. 



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Future developments include:
· Forming a choir for KS2 pupils (regular meetings / performances rather than the current ad-hoc model)
· Consider options for whole class music tuition in KS2.
· Consider options for additional music tuition for pupils outside of the curriculum
