If in the past you have refused the intra-nasal flu due to porcine gelatin content, please complete the
online IM consent form. The IM flu vaccination can be given in one of our clinic venues.

If your child becomes wheezy or has their asthma medication increased after you have completed the
on-line form, please inform the immunisation service.
