If your child was born between 1 September 2019 and 31 August 2020 and you live in Gateshead, you can apply 
now for your child to start reception class in September 2024.

On-line applications must be submitted by 15 January 2024.  If you do not submit your form by this date, you 
will reduce your chances of gaining a place at one of your preferred schools.  
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Walk to School Programme

take active routes to school and know they can log in to the website and record this information alongside their 
teaching staff.

Free School Meals 
If your child is currently eligible for Means Tested Free School Meals, then once again you will receive your 
code via email for your school meal shopping voucher for the half term holiday. The voucher remains at £15 per 
pupil per week and is valid for up to 12 months.

A reminder for parents who have not yet logged onto the programme.  This year the flu immunisation day is on 
Thursday 9th November.  
 
This vaccination programme is in place to help protect your child against flu. The vaccine will help prevent them 
catching the flu.

If your child becomes wheezy or has their asthma medication increased after you have completed the
